	PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT:
1. To maintain an environment that is safe, quiet and orderly

2. To get from one place to another quickly and quietly

3. To respect others’ personal space, classrooms, and offices that are working.
4. To maintain positive greetings with students and adults in a welcoming and appropriate way.


	TEACHING EXAMPLES:
1. Walking through halls hands to self, eyes forward, and be polite, stay to the right.

2. 0 voice level between classrooms – whisper voice when coming in from/going outside.
3. Hold on to objects – keep hands and feet to yourself.

4. Stay in teacher taught order.

5. Wait quietly outside of room.
6. Greet students and adults with silent hellos and a smile. 
7. Adult (Parent, Staff) interactions involve #1 voices when appropriate.
8. Seek permission for water fountain drinks.


	STUDENT ACTIVITIES/ROLE PLAYS:
1. Model positive interactions both verbally and nonverbally based on social situation. (Greeting adults)

2. Model positive behavior by actually walking the halls with students.

3. Model O Voice – also whisper voice when manner words are appropriate. (IE: Interactions between students at cubby/locker area such as; “Excuse me,” “Could you please….” 

4. Objects – how to hold and manage.

5. Order – what happens when the order isn’t right?


	FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITIES IN CLASSROOM:
1. Have small groups of students walk down the hall communicating non-verbally, then verbally based on adult interactions and special situations.  Discuss appropriate communication systems and why?

2. Practice walking down the hall while keeping hands and feet to selves and be polite, stay to the right.

3. Practice waiting for a class to leave before entering as well as allowing another class to pass by, while waiting patiently.
